The Vision Thing (contd.)

Cy Smith

Recently | wrote to you about our efforts to define a formal
mission and vision for the synagogue. This step was prompted
by our Capital Campaign, but will reach far beyond it.

On November |5, Beth Am's Board of Trustees took a
seemingly small step which we hope will have broad and long-lasting implications
for the shul. The Board voted to adopt a vision and mission statement which
reads as follows:

We are...

Rooted in tradition; a spiritual home for learning, prayer and advancing
social justice.

We aspire to...

Reinvigorate urban Jewish life in Baltimore.

We continue to...

Transform ourselves and our community.
intimate | eclectic | welcoming
Beth Am...feels like home

The Statement was the result of intense work by a committee consisting of David
Lunken, Paula Singer, Julie Gottlieb, Nancy Shuger, and Rabbi Daniel Burg. Our
statement has three goals: to define what Beth Am is today; to state plainly our
aspirations; and to explain how we aim to accomplish them -- all while

reminding the reader what is distinctive about our synagogue. And we have
multiple audiences for our statement as well. The first is internal: the Statement
should guide our decisions about what we do and how we do it. The second is
external: our Statement helps communicate to the outside world what is innately
Beth Am.

Adopting the Statement was not without controversy. Some objected that the
goal of "reinvigorating urban Jewish life in Baltimore" was a tall order - and it is.
So is the vision of a “transformational” role for the synagogue. But in the end we
concluded that a "vision" must by definition aim high. Just as our unfolding Capital
Campaign seeks to add not just bricks and mortar, but the resources for a
renewed Jewish center of life in Reservoir Hill, a formal statement of that vision
must be bold. Aiming high signals not just to our members, but to the world at
large, that Beth Am has big plans.

Much of the Statement, however, should be familiar to members. We are, in
fact rooted in tradition — though not, as our BylLaws, state, necessarily “bound by
it.” Beth Am is focused on learning, social justice and prayer — although not
every congregant would agree on the order in which they should be ranked. And
— though I’'m biased — | believe that we are in fact intimate, eclectic and
welcoming. Finally, the familiar phrase — that Beth Am, the House of the People,”
“feels like home” — remains intact.

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Cantor’s Corner:
Baruch She’Amar V’Haya Ha’Olam

One of my goals in these columns is to engender a greater
appreciation of the liturgy, to encourage each of us to take
moments to consider the breadth of even the shortest of
phrases. The title of this article is the opening line of Pesukei D’Zimra in the
morning service, where the special melodic modality (nusach)
begins on Shabbat. It is when we start to get into the mood for prayer. This
opening is a simple 4-word phrase that translates to: Blessed is God who spoke
and the world came into existence. The Hebrew is simpler and more elegant
than the translation. This one short phrase packs a powerful punch.

These thoughts are juxtaposed with my re-reading of Walter Isaacson’s
biography of Albert Einstein, which addresses (among other subjects) Einstein’s
view of God. While shunning the idea that God intervenes in the lives of people
and determines (or even influences) their destinies, Einstein appreciated the
awesome order of the universe and could not envision how it could operate in
any manner of randomness. The “Old One,” according to Einstein, did not “play
dice.” Like many others, he appreciated a power far beyond science’s or
mathematics’ ability to describe, beyond the reach of the human mind, which
established the rules that miraculously governed the universe. To Einstein, the
simpler and more unifying, the more elegant and awesome.

Einstein was not a traditional, observant Jew in any sense, describing himself as
“a deeply religious nonbeliever.” As he grew older, he identified increasingly with
his Jewish heritage driven by his experiences of anti-Semitism and the horror of
the Holocaust. Einstein may not have recited prayers nor expressed praise or
thanks to a supreme being ... but | think he would have appreciated the poetic
simplicity in the opening phrase: Baruch She’Amar V’Haya Ha’Olam.

When | was a camper at Camp Ramah in the 1960s, | had difficulty grasping the
existence of God and reconciling it with scientific discovery, a challenge perhaps
typical of youth. In an informal discussion with the Camp’s Director at the time,
Rabbi Ray Arzt, | became comfortable that no amount of science could explain
how the universe came into being. Yes, there was a Big Bang theory, but what
created the matter that formed the explosion? How did the universe come to be
arranged in such an amazing manner? Ray helped me realize for myself that, while
I might never prove that God existed, it was evident from everything around and
in me, that there was some inconceivable power — that | could not understand
but could appreciate — from which | benefited. This, to me, is why Judaism is a
FAITH, not proof.
